The role of libraries in the context of e-Science

e-Science is enabling research capability through the application of new technologies.  It aims to allow remote collaboration of individuals, groups and indeed with any research resource be it a computer, microscope, database, or digital repository. Research communities across the disciplines are creating large amounts of digital material - through simulations, imaging technology and publications as well as through digitisation of books and artefacts.   

There is a desire to bring these digital elements together to enable the capture of the entire “scholarly knowledge cycle” linking research data, publications together with relevant simulation and data generation. In this presentation we will consider the role of libraries and librarians in facilitating this transition and the implications thereof.
