Librarians CAPACITATION: The distance learning RESOURCE used in the PROFESSIONAL improvement PROCESS in INSTITUtionS

Abstract:
Work, academic and leisure environments have been increasingly impacted by information and communication technologies (ITC).

In this new context, information and communication means are strategic for the generation of knowledge and competitiveness; the continuous capacity building of teams enables the development of an organizational learning culture which will provide skills and growth for both the organization and its personnel.

ITC resources can also be used as an alternative for professionals’ continued education, including Library staff. The report gives an account on the capacity building training session addressed to librarians, financed by distance learning resources of the SIBi/USP (University of São Paulo Libraries Integrated System).

Jointly organized by the libraries systems of the three State of São Paulo Universities: USP (University of São Paulo), UNESP(State University Julio de Mesquita Filho) and UNICAMP (University of Campinas), this event aimed at improving the skills of these universities library teams in the domain of thematic indexation. This aim is aligned with the strategies of these institutions and with the training needs previously identified. 

The distance learning format (Internet) was adopted in order to allow the attendance of a group of professionals spread over different locations within the State of São Paulo and with varied time availability. The training session carried out between February 14 and March 31, 2005, enabled participants to acquire deep knowledge on the theme proposed, to network and to experience sharing among professionals from three different universities and a practical experience on the usage of Internet as a distance learning tool.
